We wanted to share the good news!  ALIVE, Inc. has been awarded $105,621 dollars in 

tax credits, administered through the Missouri Department of Economic Development.  We’re 

pleased to offer you the use of the tax credits on a “first come, first serve” basis. 

 

As you know, ALIVE is a non-profit agency serving adults and children impacted by 

domestic abuse.  In FY13/14, we served a total of 2,783 adults and children.  We answered 

9,138 crisis calls; provided emergency shelter for 292 adults and 366 children, totaling 5,180 

Nights of Safety. 

 

With your donation, you are guaranteed a 50% credit on your Missouri tax liability.  

Instead of paying taxes to the State, you can make a charitable donation to ALIVE in the form of 

cash, stocks, bonds, or real estate.  In addition, you get the regular charitable deduction on your 

federal income tax as well.
